	Teasing
	Using words or gestures in a deliberately hurtful way.

	Dishonesty
	Delivering a message that’s untrue.

	Minor disruptive behavior
	Engaging in intentional behavior that causes interruption of a class or activity; may include loud talk, making noise with materials or body parts, or gestures or getting out of one’s seat. 

	Disruptive hallway behavior
	Engaging in inappropriate behavior in a school hallway; disruption may include loud talking, yelling, screaming, roughhousing or socially rude interactions.  

	Non-cooperative behavior
	Refusal to follow classroom or school rules, or staff directions, talking back and/or socially rude interactions. 

	Horseplay
	Non-threatening physical interactions.

	Non-threatening inappropriate language 
	Using non-threatening, non-directed verbal or gestural messages that may include swearing, name-calling or words in an offensive manner. 

	Late to class
	Unauthorized missing of an assigned period or activity. Student is gone for no more than 10 minutes. 

	Missing detention
	Unauthorized missing of detention.

	Misuse of pass
	Using a pass for a reason other than it is intended.

	Cell phone/electronic devices
	Possession/usage of a cell phone or other electronic devices during the school day without permission from a teacher/administrator. 

	Regularly unprepared for class
	Student did not bring appropriate materials to class on a regular basis. 

	Loitering/wasting time in halls
	Spending more the minimum time necessary to arrive and depart school or travel between classes. 


Minor Infractions
Major Infractions
	Abusive/inappropriate interactions with peers and/or adults
	Threatening verbal or gestural interactions with peers or staff that are directed toward someone including swearing, name calling, or use of words or gestures in an inappropriate way. 

	Fighting/physical aggression
	Action involving serious physical contact where injury may occur.

	Harassment
	Delivery to another person, of a disrespectful message that includes threats, intimidation, obscenity, inappropriate pictures, or written notes; disrespectful messages may also include negative comments based on race, ethnicity, disability, religion, gender, age, national origin, handicapping condition, or sexual orientation.

	Property misuse
	Unauthorized and inappropriate use of school property including technology. 

	Property damage/vandalism
	Student participates in an activity that results in substantial destruction or disfigurement of property. 

	Forgery/theft
	Student is in possession of, having passed on, or being responsible for removing someone else’s property or has signed a person’s name without that person’s permission or has used identifying information from another person.

	Cutting class/homeroom
	Unauthorized missing of an assigned period or activity, greater than 10 minutes. 

	Cheating/plagiarism
	Deliberately violating the academic code of conduct. 

	Use/possession of drugs, alcohol or tobacco
	Student is in possession of, caught using, or under the influence of illegal drugs, alcohol, or tobacco products. 

	Major disruptive behavior
	Engaging in intentional behavior that causes serious interruption of a class or activity where the pupil is not responsive to repeated directions. 

	Dress code violation
	Wearing attire inappropriate as per dress code.
