Lesson Plan

HOMEROOM TEACHERS WILL TEACH THIS LESSON
Area: Hallway Expectations

Objective: SWBAT identify and demonstrate behavioral expectations when in the hallway.
Procedures:

Two classroom teachers should buddy up in the hallway so they can role-play behavior in front of their students.

Students turn and talk about what they feel appropriate hallway behavior looks like to activate prior knowledge.

Teachers review some of the comments they heard.

Teachers will do a role-play for each of the following expectations, modeling the incorrect behavior.  They will then introduce the expectation after students identify what was wrong, and then let the students model the appropriate behavior.  Make sure make it fun and exciting for students.  Many students should have an opportunity to model the appropriate expectation.
a. Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself.

b. Move quietly through the hallway.
c. Walk at all times.

d. Stay to the right.

e. Listen for and follow instructions.
Teachers should also explain that students will receive “Easy Passes” when they engage in the expectation.
Assessment:
Teachers will have the two classes walk in a line, demonstrating the appropriate expectations.  The teachers should hand out “Easy Passes” as the students are successful.
