PBSIS Cafeteria Lesson Plan

Area: Cafeteria

Learning Objective: To discriminate appropriate and inappropriate behaviors in the cafeteria.

Getting Students Ready To Learn:
1. Tell students that today we will be talking about behaviors for the cafeteria that go along with Bordentown’s On Point: Aspire Higher, Respect yourself and others, Be Accountable.

2. Review as a group some of the examples that the PBSIS team established as guidelines for the cafeteria:  keep hands and feet to yourself, recycle, use appropriate manners, clean up your area, arrive on time.  

3. Tell students that today they will be talking about how to make the cafeteria experience more enjoyable for everyone.  

Instruction:
1.  Review Bordentown Is On Point: Aspire Higher, Be Accountable, and Respect yourself and others.  

2.)  Student leaders will then role play skits demonstrating proper behavior of each of the cafeteria expectations listed above.  

3.)  One group will role play the “wrong” behavior while the other group will role play “correct behavior”.

4.) Upon completion of each skit students will review each presentation and answer questions related to the skits.  

Closure:

1. Acknowledge student behavior, “Everyone did a great job reviewing the expectations for the cafeteria”.  Remind students that teachers will be on the look out for students following Bordentown is On Point and following the expectations.  You will be given a ticket which can be used later for prizes/rewards.
