What is positive Behavior Support in Schools (PBSIS)?

PBSIS, a nationwide program that addresses how schools plan for and deal with discipline and problem behaviors and promotes positive behaviors.  PBSIS is a collaborative partnership between the New Jersey Department of Education, Office of Special Education Programs and The Elizabeth M. Boggs Center on Developmental Disabilities – Robert Wood Johnson Medical School.

What are the goals of the PBSIS project? 
To build the capacity of school district to create positive learning environments for all students that result in (1) an overall reduction of behavior and discipline problems school wide and (2) the inclusion of students with disabilities who require behavior support in general education settings. 

How does the project meet these goals? 

Through the implementation of evidence-based three tiered model of support known as School-Wide Positive Behavior Support (SWPBS) that includes:
· Universal interventions:  to establish consistency and clarity of school wide expectations for all students, staff and settings

· Small Group interventions:  for students with repeated behavior problems 

· Individualized interventions:  for students with the most intensive needs

Schools across the country have implemented SWPBS and have experienced dramatic improvements in overall discipline problems.  
PBSIS activities at the Donald A. Quarles School

· Developing universal interventions to define, teach & recognize expectations.
· Establishing a data-management system to monitor and evaluate discipline problems and to develop targeted interventions when needed. 
· Communicating with staff on a frequent basis to keep staff informed and part of decision-making process 
· Developing interventions for students with repeated problem behaviors and students with more intensive behaviors.
